2. In 1539 a Franciscan from Mexico, Marcos de Niza, became the first white person to enter this state. 
3. Like nowhere else in the United States, this state combines the frontier spirit of the west with genteel character of the Old South. 
4. The flag of this state bears the cross of St. Andrew and is modeled after the Confederate flag.
5. The Algonquin Indians called this state “beside the long tidal river.” 

6. This state holds the hopes and promise of the many who have come here looking for something better- from the earliest Native Americans to Spanish explorers. 

7. In 1969 New England journalist Samuel Bowles called this state “The Switzerland of America” 

8. This state is large when it comes to ingenuity and courage. It was at the Battle of Cooch’s Bridge that the Stars and Stripes first flew. 

9. The state is the land of NASA, the Everglades and the Keys. 

10. Two well-known crops of this state are peaches and Vidalia onions. The secret of the onion’s sweetness is the low-sulphur soil and mild climate. 

11. This state is home to just over a million people, most of whom like in the southern part of the state, where the valleys of the Snake River have been transformed by irrigation into rich farmland. 

12. The nicknames of this state are Prairie State, Corn State and Land of Lincoln. 
13. The islands of this state became known affectionately by a more apt name: Ke Ao Nani, or “The beautiful World”. 

14. An early-19th-century contractor, Samuel Hoosier, preferred workers from the northern bank of the Ohio River to those from the southern bank. The residents of the northern bank became known as Hoosiers. What state are Hoosiers from? 

15. The motto of this state is “Ad astra per aspera”. 

16. Natives – and visitors- come to sip ice-cold mint juleps out of silver cups, cheer for their favourite horse, and delight in the knowledge that this can happen only in this state. 

17. It’s a state where foreign languages are native and countries are called parishes, where burned fish is a delicacy and funerals end with brass bands playing ragtime and jazz. 
18. The documented history of European settlement in this state begins in the early 17th century, when British and French explorers tried to secure beachheads along the shore. 

19. The ghost of a long-dead baseball legend returns to play on a diamond carved out of a cornfield by a local farmer. 

“Is this Heaven?” the ball player asks

“No,” the farmer replies. “It’s____?_____ .” Name the state. 

20. The wind and the open sky rule in this state, where the rolling prairie and the pine-clad Black Hills are haunted by the ghosts of the Old West- the rumble of long vanished herds of bison, Sioux leaders like Sitting Bull and Crazy Horse, and such soldiers as George A Custer. 
21. Of all the 50 states, perhaps this state summons the clearest set of images: an Arcadian pasture dotted with cows, a white-steepled church and the fiery hues of autumnal foliage. Although it is close to the great metropolitan corridor of the eastern seaboard, geographically has had its say in the stubborn survival of the state’s rural character. 

22. This state was settled from two directions – first from the sea and, beginning in the 1730s, by way of the Great Wagon Road. 

23. This state has more coast line than the rest of the 49 states combined-some 6.600 miles, not counting islands. 
24. Lying at the exact geographic heart of North America, this state is the same distance from the Atlantic and Pacific oceans, the Gulf of Mexico, and the Arctic Sea. 
25. The origin of the state’s name come from the Caddo Indian word which means “friends” or “allies”.
